FREE AUDIO BOOKS, TELEPHONE NEWSPAPER ACCESS, BRAILLE BOOKS for 
eligible residents thru PERKINS BRAILLE & TALKING BOOK LIBRARY:  Do you 
or does someone you know have trouble reading traditional print because of a 
disability? Whether the print is too small and it strains your eyes; if you have 
trouble holding a book or turning pages; or if you have a reading disability like 
dyslexia, you are eligible for free library services from The Perkins Braille & 
Talking Book Library.  
The Perkins Braille & Talking Book Library is a public library service, partnered 
with the National Library Service for the Blind and Physically Handicapped (NLS), 
that provides large print books, audio books and magazines along with playback 
equipment, telephone newspaper access, audio described videos and DVDs, and 

Braille books to people who have difficulty reading regular print, holding a book, or turning pages due to 
a visual or physical impairment.  

There are many kinds of reading materials in the Perkins collection, including fiction and nonfiction, for 
both children and adults. Bestsellers, biographies, self-help, westerns, romances, mysteries, current 
events, and magazines, are just some of the materials that borrowers may select. Additionally, the 
materials are mailed directly to your door and returned for free through the US Postal Service.
