PROCEDURES AT TOWN MEETING

Order of Articles: Articles are voted on in the order they are pmess unless Town
Meeting votes to do otherwise.

Secret Ballot Votes: The Moderator determines whether or not an artietpires a secret
ballot according to Town By-laws. If the Moderattatermines that an Open Vote applies to
an article, at least 25 voters may request thacees ballot vote be taken. The request for a
secret ballot vote must be made prior to the omea being taken.

Amending an Article at Town Meeting: Anytime after a main motion has been made and
seconded, but before being voted on, it is possthéenend the main motion:

1. Ask the Moderator for recognition.
2.

Present a motion to amend verbally and submit § obpghe motion in writing to
the Moderator. The motion to amend must includaryame as sponsor, any
change in appropriation and its source.

The motion to amend must be seconded.

The motion to amend must be voted on by Town Mgesgparately from the main
motion.

The motion to amend must pass by a simple majoats.

More than one motion to amend can be made to tha mation, but must be
presented and voted on one at a time. A motiantend must be made before the
main motion is voted on.

After all motions to amend are voted, the main pmti(or as amended), must be
voted on.

Reconsider an Article: An article may be reconsidered, that is revotedy within thirty
(30) minutes of the time that the main article (imo) was voted on. An article can only be
reconsidered once. To reconsider:

1. Ask the Moderator for recognition.
2.

Ask for reconsideration within the thirty (30) mieuime limit. The Moderator can
now finish present business, which may go on beyibrdy (30) minute limit.
However, The Moderator shall take up the reconait®r as the next order of
business.

At the proper time, present your motion for recdasation and state your name.
At the Moderator’s option, he can move the motiothewut further discussion.



NECESSARY MAJORITIES*
9/10 majority is required for unpaid bills of pritiscal years (Special Town Meeting) that had
no appropriation.

4/5 majority is required for unpaid bills of pribscal years, (Annual Town Meeting).
2/3 majority is required for all borrowing, landaagsitions or transfers and zoning by-laws.

Simple majority is required for all else, such aggular By-laws, current appropriations and
transfers, unpaid bills of prior years that has eymappropriated but arrived to late to be
included.

Yes and No votes will only be considered in thecai@tion of percentages. To figure the
percentage, divide the Yes votes by the total YekNo votes.

Example: 100 Yes, 50 No, and 20 Blanks shall berjmeted as:

100 Yes
=66.7% or 2/3

100 Yes + 50 No

3. The Special Permit Granting Authority (SPGA) niapose reasonable conditions to ensure that the
body art establishment will have the minimal impacthe surrounding neighborhood, visually and
from any light, noise, and fumes generated bydhditions may include screening by plantings and
otherwise, restrictions on operations, and incréastbacks if light, noise, or fumes from the bady
establishment is a concern, which in the sole opif the SPGA, is not adequately addressed by the
applicant.

B. Amend the Protective Zoning By-laws by deletihg entirety of Sub-Section 3 of Section 6.3.A.
Body Art Establishments which currently reads;

“3. Body Art Establishments shall not be locatethii 300 feet of a residential zoning district.
Residential Zoning Districts include: Residentiastiicts S-1, S-2, General Residence Districts déar
Apartment districts and High Rise Apartment Dig#it

And replacing it with the following:

3. The SPGA may impose reasonable conditions tarerikat the body art establishment will have the
minimal impact on the surrounding neighborhoodyaily and from any light, noise, and fumes
generated by it. Conditions may include screeninglantings and otherwise, restrictions on
operations, and increased setbacks if light, naiseymes from the body art establishment is a
concern, which in the sole opinion of the SPGAjas adequately addressed by the applicant.

ARTICLE FIVE: OPTIONAL ADDITIONAL EXEMPTION

To see if the Town will vote to adjust the exemptamount and eligibility factors for the properéxt
exemption for senior citizens under MGL Chapter&&ction 5 Clause 41C, to be effective for
exemptions granted for any fiscal year beginnirlg Iu2010.

To do or act thereon.
Comments:

By local option, a municipality may grant an adulital exemption to all taxpayers who qualify for any
personal exemptions except seniors receiving as€lddC exemption. Maynard residents that are
approved for Clause 41C are already at the optib®@%6 allowable amount for this exemption. The
additional exemption may be set at any percentage @00 % of the personal exemption amount. The
percentage increase must be uniform for all exemmpti The additional exemption cannot reduce the
applicant’s tax to less than the tax owed for trevipus fiscal year.

Example:

An applicant for a Clause 22 Veterans’ exemptioB0t1 would receive an exemption of $400.00. A
100% vote would increase this to $800.00.

An applicant for a Clause 22E 100% Disabled Vetevamption in 2011 would receive an exemption of
$1,000.00. A 100% vote would increase this to §2.,00.

An applicant for a Clause 17D Seniors/Assets Orgngotion in 2011 would receive an exemption of
$281.00. A 100% vote would increase this to $562.00

An applicant for a Clause 37A Blind exemption ifl2Qvould receive an exemption of $500.00. A 100%
vote would increase this to $1,000.00.

This option is an annual decision and must be ajggrdy town meeting. The decision to grant the
additional exemption must be made before the agbafthe tax rate for the year. This increase was
approved for Fiscal Year 2009 and 2010
